Large water and small water

There are different types of water:

Large water is that amount of water which
covers more than 21 square metres which is
equivalent to 4.57m x 4.57m and is deep
enough that a person can take out water

without touching the ground.

Small water is that which covers a
lesser area than the above amount.

Small amounts of water will become impure by just
a drop of impurity falling into them. So if a drop of
blood falls into small amount of water, the entire
water becomes impure.

Large water in which some najasah has fallen
will become impure if the colour, taste or smell
changes.

A person cannot make wudi' or ghusl with used

water.

Pure water is regarded as 'used’ the moment it

separates from the body. For example, a person
who is washing his arm will make the water 'used’

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Impurities

Being free from najasah (impurities) is necessary
for your salah to be valid. Allah does not like

us standing in front of Him with impurities.

One's body, clothes and place of performing salah
must all be clean and free from impurities.

Impurity in Arabic is known as 'najasah’. There are
certain things which are regarded as impure in
Islam. These impure things can be divided into two
categories:

1) Najasah Ghalizah - Heavy impurities
2) Najasah Khafifah - Light impurities

Rules regarding light impurities

Salah will be valid with any light impurity which
stains less than 1/4 of a limb or less than a 1/4 of

a sleeve, or one leg of a trouser. However, it is
recommended to wash it before commencing salah.

If the light impurity has stained more than 1/4 of a
limb or more than 1/4 of a sleeve or a top, then it
is necessary to wash this stain off. sa|ah will not be
valid with the stain.

How Do We Remove Impure Stains?

Impurities after drying are of two types:

1) Visible
2) Invisible )

o

Visible impurities

Dried visible impurities include excreta, blood
stains, yellow pus, alcohol etc.

To make the impure area pure, simply wash the
area until the body of the impurity is removed.

After washing a blood stain, if a light stain remains,
it will still be regarded as pure. The existence of

a stain after washing does not mean it remains
impure.




Impurities

Invisible impurities

Dried invisible impurities cannot be seen after

drying. For example urine, semen, dog saliva, pig
sweat etc.

To make the impure area pure, wash the affected

area three times and wring the cloth tightly after
each wash.




How to clean other common things:

Carpet _
Repeat the following procedure three times:

Pour water over the impure section of the carpet.
Then dry the carpet with a clean sponge, cloth, hair
dryer or steam cleaner, or let it dry naturally. It is
not necessary that the carpet becomes completely
dry, however, it must dry at least to the extent that

it does not drip water if lifted.

Items
If an impurity falls onto an item like a bucket or a

cup, simply wash off the impurity.

Bed
If an impurity stains one’s bed, then the dirty area

should be washed with water and then made to dry.
This should be repeated three times.




Maturity

Masa'il of being mature

The laws of Islam become compulsory when one
matures into an adult.

As a person matures, the body will begin to change.
The voice will get deeper. Hair will begin to grow
on the body. Islam has taught us to remain clean. It
is recommended to remove the hair from under the
armpits and around the private area at least once

every two weeks. One shouldn't let the hair grow
for more than 40 days.

When semen is released from the male private part
then this indicates that the person has become
mature i.e. an adult. The normal way for semen to
be released for a teenager is through a 'wet dream.’
A wet dream occurs whilst a person is sleeping.

He may or may not see something, however, upon
awakening he finds semen on his garments.

People mature at different ages in their early teens.
The minimum age of becoming mature is 12. If
by the age of 15 lunar years which is 14 years and
7 months, he has not experienced a wet dream,
__Islamically he will be classed as an adult and the
‘rules of Islam will now apply.




Maturity

Upon maturing, the body releases different typeg of
fluids from the private area. The fluids are as follows

1) Mani (semen) is a thick, white liquid. T!-nis is
released on certain times such as relations wijth
one's spouse or after having a wet dream.

It is fard (compulsory) to have a ghusl thereafter,

2) Madhi (pre-seminal fluid) is a thin, clear liquid
which is released during or after arousal.

The releasing of such fluid will invalidate wud'.

3) Wadi is a thick, murky, white liquid that
resembles mani (semen) in thickness but not in
murkiness. It comes out before or after urination.

The releasing of such fluid will also invalidate wudu'.




Ghusl

There are three fara'id of ghusl:

1. Rinse the mouth (Gargle if one is not fasting)

2. Clean the nose until the soft part of the nosefl \

3. Wash the entire body ensuring that no part
is left dry.

Some miscellaneous points regarding
ghusl:

 If an area equal to the thickness of a hair
remains dry, ghusl will not be complete.

* Itis permissible but somewhat disliked to cut
one'’s nails and to remove hair from the private
area in the state of impurity.

* Itis a sunnah to wash one’s body during ghusl
by rubbing the entire body. |




Ghusl

If a person missed washing a body part during
ghusl, then they will merely have to wash that
part of the body when they come to remember.

For example, if a person forgets to wash their
ears during ghusl and remembers once bathing
is complete, then he will only have to wash his
ears thereafter, even if he dried his entire body.

If there is paint or any other substance such as
nail varnish, which prevents water reaching the
skin then it will be necessary to remove that
substance in order for ghusl to be complete.

To recite a surah or at least one long ayah or three
short ayat in the first two rak'at of fard salah.

To recite a stirah or at least one long ayah or three
short ayat in all rak'at of wajib, sunnah and nafl salah.

It is important that the words in gira'ah are recited in
such a manner that the lips move and one is able to :

Ta'dil arkan

Ta'dil arkan is wajib in salah.
Ta'dil arkan refers to being
still in the different postures
of salah for at least the time of
saying "subhana rabbiyal a’'la.”

Delaying a Rukn

Sajdah al-Sahw becomes
compulsory when a person delays
from moving from one rukn
(posture) to another.

For example, if a person carries

on sitting for a couple of seconds
after reciting Tashuhhud in the 2nd
rak'ah in a four rak'ah salah, Sajdah
al-Sahw becomes compulsory.




wajib acts in Salah

Doubts in salah
If one is unsure of the number of rak’at he has offerggq

before finishing the saldh, and this is the first time thy
the doubt has arisen, or he rarely gets doubts, then he

should start the salah again.

If a person has a doubt in the number of rak’at he has
offered or feels they might have missed something
wajib after the salah, they should not pay attention to
the doubt unless certain they have made a mistake.

If a person keeps developing doubts every so often
whilst in salah regarding the number of rak’at offered,
then he should act upon what he thinks is most likely.

For example, if a person is unsure whether the rak’ah he
is offering is the 3rd or 4th, but he most likely thinks it
| is the 3rd rak’at, he should perform it as the 3rd rak'ah.
Thereafter, he should perform Sajdah as-Sahw.

If a person is unsure of which rak’ah they are in, then
they will assume it to be the lesser of the two and sit in
both rak’at. For example a person is unsure whether they
are in the 3rd or 4th rak’ah, they will assume it to be the
3rd and sit for ga’dah in the 3rd and in the 4th rak’ah.
Thereafter they will perform Sajdah as-Sahw.




Wajib acts in Salah

Forgetting to recite al-Fatihah

If a person forgets to recite Sirah al-Fatihah in the first
two rak’at of a fard salah when performing it individually,
or forgets to recite Surah al-Fatihah in any rak’at of the
sunnah salah, he must perform Sajdah as-Sahw.

Similarly, by mixing up the order of recitation (gira'ah)
Sajdah as-Sahw will become compulsory. For example, if
a person recites a surah first and then Sirah al-Fatihah.

Qawmah

If someone misses gawmah and from rukd’
goes straight into sajdah, then Sajdah as-
Sahw becomes compulisory.

Forgetting to do Sajdah as-Sahw

If a person forgets to perform Sajdah as-Sahw in

salah, completes salah with salam and thereafter
remembers (whilst sitting in his place facing Qiblah and
before speaking to anyone), then he can perform the
Sajdah as-Sahw and complete the salah again.

If one forgets to perform Sajdah as-Sahw at the end of
salah, remembering only later after doing something
that breaks salah then he should repeat the salah
within the remaining salah time. If the time for the salah

expires then the salah should not be repeated. o




Imam

Masa'il of being an Imam

""mam' literally means 'leader’.

The word 'Imam’ is used for many types of people:

D Great scholars of the past
2) Leaders of the Muslims
3) Leaders of the congregation of salah

In this chapter, 'Imam’ refers to the person who
leads the salah.

If a masjid or a musalla does not have a fixed imam,

then the imam should be picked in the following
order:

1) The most knowledgeable with regards to the
laws of salah.

2) The person who knows the most about Qur’'an
and can recite correctly.

3) The most God-fearing and righteous.
4) The oldest in the gathering.

5) The most well-mannered.




Imam

The arrangement of the gathering:

The imam should stand at the front and in the
middle.

Directly behind the imam, the knowledgeable ang
righteous adults should stand.

The first rows should consist of the male adults
followed by children and then women. :

The congregation should stand shoulder to
shoulder ensuring that they are in a straight line.

If there are only two people, the follower
(mugqtadi) should stand on the right side of the
imam ensuring that he is slightly behind the imam.




Imam

What if a third person joins the two?

If a third person joins the imam and muqtadi who
are already in salah, the third person should gently

tap the muqtadi who should then move two steps
back, in line with the third person.

If there is no space to move back and there is only
space to move forward, the imam should move two
steps forward upon the arrival of the third person.
The imam should not prolong the prayer so much
that it genuinely tires or troubles the congregation.

Every new row should begin from the middle and

thereafter the congregation should continue joining
to the right and the left.

reciting the Kalimah next to them.

Sdrah Yasin next to the dying person.

Jumu'ah Salah

The best day of the week is Jumu'ah. All3h has
gifted us a special salah on this day.

Jumu'ah salah is compulsory upon men who are
muqgim (residents) and are able.

Jumu'ah is different from other salah. It has a khutbah

with it in the Arabic language before the salah and it
has two adhans.

For the salah of Jumu'ah to be valid, there must be a
khutbah before it.

There must be a minimum of four men altogether
(imam and three mugqtadis) for Jumu'ah salah. One

will become the imam and the rest will be the
jama’ah.

The moment the first adhan is called, Muslims must
leave all business and prepare to go to the masjid.
When the imam appears for the khutbah, we must

observe silence, listen attentively and not do any of
the following:

1) Perform salah
2) Read books
3) Eat

4) Talk |
5) Reply to the salam of others |
6) Play around with mobile phones |
7) To carry out any futile actions

Some people suggested the
use of a bell like the Christians, others proposed
a trumpet like the horn used by the Jews, but
'Umar was the first to suggest that a man
should call (the people) for the prayer; so
Allah's Messenger ordered Bilal
to get up and call for prayers.
